TO THE PARENTS

We strive to create a warm and inviting Jewish
community filled with ruach-spirit; Talmud Torah-
learning; tefillot-services; tikun olam / social action
and concern for others.

FACILITIES

Quad-Regional Encampment takes place on the
grounds of Camp Ramah in the Poconos, nestled
in the heart of the Pocono mountains. Camp
includes a beautiful lake, swimming pool, and
indoor and outdoor sports facilities. Campers are
grouped according to grade, in cabins that are
equipped with bunk beds, shelf space for each
camper, closets and indoor bathroom facilities.
Each cabin has approximately 15 campers and 1-2
staff members.

HEALTH

A registered nurse will be on the premises
throughout the week to meet all of our medical
needs. All campers must provide a doctor’s
medical form prior to the start of Encampment so
that special needs are brought to our attention.
Secondary insurance is provided for all campers.
However, each camper must also carry his/her
own health insurance.
